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Problem

REDCARD V2.0 installation on the Server appears to have processed correctly.  In reviewing the database table some of the required constraints are not on some of the tables.

Solution

Please follow the steps outlined in Procedures to identify if your REDCARD Tables have the constraints applied and what needs to be done if they have constraints or do not have constraints.  The Procedures follow the Process Overview.

Process Overview

A person with FSDBA privileges must run the Standard Query Language (SQL) scripts.  The scripts will be available to download from the Fire Applications Support Web Page.  REDCARD users must not be logged into REDCARD while the process is being run.

REDCARD Constraints Check,  ‘RCCkConst’, script will identify whether the REDCARD Tables contain the constraints and what constraints are applied.  If the list file, ‘rcckconst.lis’ contains no errors your constraints are okay.

If there are errors on the ‘rcckconst.lis’, you must run the REDCARD Constraints Drop, ‘RCDropCons’ script.  This scripts drops backup tables that should not be there and all the constraints on the table.  There may be a couple of errors on the ‘rcdropcons.lis’  because Oracle will not drop the foreign keys constraints.

After dropping all the constraints through running ‘RCDropCons’ scripts, you must run the REDCARD Add Constraints script, ‘RCAddConst’.  This script will add all the constraints to all the tables.
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The following is a list of procedures to check the constraints on the REDCARD Tables.

1. Download SQL Scripts to a Server.  

2. Install SQL Scripts in the Correct Directory

3. Check Constraints on the REDCARD Tables

4. Drop Tables and Constraints  

5. Add Constraints 

Procedures

The following scripts require FSDBA privileges.  The scripts may be run from ORAWIN95 and SQL*Plus on the client or from the server.    The following directions are for the server version.

Download SQL Scripts to a SERVER

1. Using a web browser go to http://www.fs.fed.us/fire/planning/nist/redc-tech.htm#REDCARD-TechNote

2. Click on REDCARD*TechNote-2001-01 to view TechNote.

3. Click on RCTech200101.exe to download file.

4. A “File Download” window will open identifying that you have chosen to download RCTech200101.exe from www.fs.fed.us.

5. Click on the button for ‘Save this program to disk’.

6. Click okay.

7. A ‘Save As” window will open with Save in  C:\TEMP.  Change C:\TEMP to TEMP.                    

8. Save RCTech200101 into TEMP.

9. Exit the web browser.

Install SQL Scripts in the Correct Directory 

1. Navigate into TEMP.

2. Double click on the RCTech200101.exe icon.

3. The WinZip self-extractor window will display. 

4. The default unzip folder will display c:\windows\temp.

5. Change the path to \fsapps\fsprod\fam\redcard\bin.

6. Click Unzip, click OK, and close the WinZip Self Extractor window.

7. Open \fsapps\fsprod\fam\redcard\bin.  It should contain the following files.
