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Result from Changes to REDCARD V2.0

The FSInstall for REDCARD V2.0 contained changes based on the Handbook 310-1.  The major changes were in qualification prerequisites and qualification currency requirements.  Some jobs were added in REDCARD with qualification prerequisites and qualification currency requirements. Many of the jobs had the qualification prerequisites and qualification currency requirements changed.

This may cause the Status in the Certify Qualifications Screen to display Lapsed (F) for the Qualification (JOB or OJT).  This message is displayed to indicate that the prerequisites have not been met.  To identify the problem check Handbook 310-1 for current requirements.  

The Approval Official on REDCARD and on the Redcard may still approve the JOB or OJT Qualification. 

Problem
The Prescribed Burn jobs were added with an incorrect prerequisite for Physical Fitness.   This caused the Status in the Certify Qualifications Screen to display Lapsed (F) for the following jobs; RXB1, RXB2, RXI1, RXI2, RXM1,  and RXM2.   These were the only jobs affected by this problem.
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Solution

The script file, ‘prereq.sql’, contains three Standard Query Language (SQL) scripts.  Running it will modify the Prerequisites_RC table to change the constant ‘Agency’ to ‘Moderate’ for Physical Fitness.

A listing, ‘prereq.lst’, will be produced.  It includes a list of the records before changing the Physical Fitness requirement.  There will be a list after the records have been changed that include all Jobs with Physical Fitness equal to Moderate. The listing, ‘prereq.lst’, should match Attachment 1.

Process Overview

A person with REDCARD FSDBA privileges must run the SQL script.  The script file, ‘prereq.sql’, must be downloaded from the Internet.

prereq.sql contains three SQL scripts.  It will create a file, ‘prereq.lst’, that will contain listings of the three SQL scripts and three informational listings.

The first SQL script produces the first listing.  This listing contains the Qualification Code, Prerequisite Code and Prerequisite Type for the rows containing ‘Agency’ as a Physical Fitness Prerequisite Code.  Sorted in Qualification Code sequence it is a listing of the rows that will be changed.

The next SQL script actually changes the rows.  It will produce a one-line listing that identifies the number of rows updated.  This should equal the number of rows selected in the first SQL script.

The last SQL script produces the final listing of rows that have ”Moderate” for the Physical Fitness Prerequisite Code.  It is in Qualification Code sequence.  

An example of the listing, ‘prereq.lst’, is attached to this TechNote as Attachment 1.  Your listing should match Attachment 1.

The following is a list of procedures.

1. Download SQL Script File, ‘prereq.sql’, to a Server.

2. Run ‘prereq.sql’ and Print Listing.

3. Compare Listing ‘prereq.lst’ with Attachment 1.  If they match, you are finished.

Exit the web browser.

Open \fsapps\fsprod\fam\redcard\bin.  It should contain the following file.

The Prerequisite Type (Pre_TYPE ) must be ‘P’ (Physical Fitness).
