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Problem
The working copy of Handbook 310-1 did not match the final copy that was published.  The Tables used in REDCARD that hold the 310-1 information were not consistent with the published 310-1.  

Solution
Correct the requirements tables in REDCARD by running the script ‘rclkupd.sql’.  It will correct the tables.   The SQL script file must be executed only once.
Process Overview

Create a good back up of the REDCARD Tables: PREREQUISITES_RC, COURSES_RC, QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC, and CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC if you do not have one.  A person with REDCARD, System Administration, FSDBA privileges must run the Standard Query Language (SQL) script.  The script must be downloaded from the Internet.  The SQL script file, REDCARD Look-up Tables Update, ‘rclkupd.sql’, will update, delete, and insert rows on the PREREQUISITES_RC, COURSES_RC, QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC, and CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC tables.  

The SQL Script file, ‘rclkupd.sql’ contains multiple SQL scripts.  This file must be run only once.  The following changes are made. 

· Creates a backup of the PREREQUISITES_RC named rc_prereq.
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· Modifies the PREREQUISITES_RC table with the following changes.

· Corrects the prerequisite experience for ACDR to include ACPC.

· Deletes the requirement for prerequisites for ATCO because there

     are none in the Handbook 310-1.  

· Corrects the training for COML from J-358 to S-358.

· Corrects the training for CORD from S-401 to I-401.

· Adds the suggested training S-360 to COST. 

· Deletes prerequisite experience for CREP except CREP and CRWB.

· Corrects training for DPRO from J-245 to S-245. 

· Corrects training for FDUL from J-357 to I-300. 

· Deletes all references to qualification code FORS. 

· Corrects training for FSC2 from J-460 to S-460.

· Corrects training for HEMG from 2-260 to S-260.

· Deletes training I-100 for INCM.

· Adds required training for LSC2 of S-420.

· Adds suggested training for MEDL of S-359.

· Adds suggested training for PTRC of S-261.

· Corrects training for RCDM from S-201 to S-260.

· Adds prerequisite experience for RXI2 to include TRPB and RXI2.

· Corrects training for TNSP from S381 to S-381.

· Corrects prerequisite experience for ICT3 to include TRPB experience.
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· Corrects prerequisite experience for TFLD to remove FIRB. 

· Corrects prerequisite experience for SITL to include TRPB experience.

· Creates a backup of the CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC named rc_curpos.

· Modifies the CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC table with the following changes.

· Adds currency position for ICT4 of FELB.

· Creates a backup of the COURSES_RC named rc_course.

· Modifies the COURSES_RC table with the following changes. 

· Corrects course name for S-381 to ‘Leadership and Organizational 

    Development’.

· Adds course RX-410.

· Adds course RX-510.     

· Adds course RX-580.  

· Adds course S-481.

· Creates a backup of the QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC named rc_quals

· Modifies the QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC table with the following changes. 

· Corrects the word ‘Vehicle’ for ATV.

· Corrects the description for HELR to ‘HELO LONGLINE/REMOTE HOOK’. 

The following is a list of procedures.

1. Read all the instructions before running the SQL script file.

2. Insure that you have useable backups of the following tables: PREREQUISITES_RC, COURSES_RC, QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC, and CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC. 
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3. Download the SQL Script file to a Server.

4. Run the SQL Script File, ‘rclkupd.sql’.

Procedures

The following script requires FSDBA privileges.  The script may be run from ORAWIN95 and SQL*Plus on the client or from the server.    The following directions are for the server version.

Useable Backups of REDCARD Tables

Insure that you have useable backups of the following tables: PREREQUISITES_RC, COURSES_RC, QUALIFICATION_DEFINITIONS_RC, and CURRENCY_POSITIONS_RC. 

Download SQL Script (rclukupd.sql) to a Server

The following scripts require FSDBA privileges.  The scripts may be run from ORAWIN95 and SQL*Plus on the client or from the server.    The following directions are for the server version.
