Problem
The data that was converted from the DG to the IBM contained COMMENT Fields that stated ‘CONVERTED FROM R8 QUALS’ in the Qualifications, Experience, Training, Task Book, Fitness/Refresher, and Target Position records.  These COMMENTS get printed on REDCARD Reports.  They are distracting on the reports and are extraneous information for REDCARD.  

Solution

After completing this TechNote, if the COMMENT Field contained ‘CONVERTED FROM R8 QUALS’ in the first 23 characters, the COMMENT Field in the Qualifications, Experience, Training, Task Book, Fitness/Refresher, and Target Position records will contain all blanks (NULL).  If the COMMENT Field did not contain ‘CONVERTED FROM R8 QUALS’ in the first 23 characters, the 255 characters of the COMMENT Field will be retained.

Process Overview

Read the whole TechNote before beginning the process.

Have a good backup of your CERTIFICATIONS_RC table before starting this process.

A person with FSDBA privileges must run the SQL script file.  The script file  ‘cert_chg.sql’ must be downloaded from the Fire and Aviation Management Application Support Website.

When running the script, REDCARD access must be limited to the FSDBA.
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The SQL Script file, ‘cert_chg.sql’ contains multiple SQL scripts.  They do the following work. 

· The SQL Script file, ‘cert_chg.sql’ will create two versions of the Certifications data.

· It copies the CERTIFICATIONS_RC table into a table named 

RC_ CERTIFICATIONS.

· If the COMMENT Field contains ‘CONVERTED FROM R8 QUALS’, the record without the COMMENT Field is copied from CERTIFICATIONS_RC into the rc_shrt_cert table.

· If the COMMENT field contains NULL (Blanks) or is not equal to  ‘CONVERTED FROM R8 QUALS’, then the record with the 255 character COMMENT Field is copied, as is, from CERTIFICATIONS_RC into the rc_shrt_cert table.

· rc_shrt_cert table is renamed to CERTIFICATIONS_RC.

· The constraints get set on the CERTIFICATIONS_RC table.

· The roles are granted access to the CERTIFICATIONS_RC table.

· A listing, ‘cert_chg.lst’ is spooled during the process. 

· The ‘cert_chg.lst’ must be reviewed for record counts.  

· An example of the listing, ‘cert_chg.lst’, is attached to this TechNote as Attachment 1.  This SQL was tested at NIFC on the REDCARD Test Database.  

· Read the whole TechNote before beginning the process.

List of Procedures

1. Download SQL Script File, ‘cert_chg.sql’, to a Server. 

2. Run the SQL Script file ‘cert_chg.sql’ and print the listing, ‘cert_chg.lst’.

3. ‘records created.’ and ‘Count(Social_Security_Num)’ must be equal.   If they are not equal, call Fire and Aviation Management Applications Helpdesk at 800-253-5559/208-387-5290 immediately.

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Process 

1. Download SQL Script File to a Server

The following script requires FSDBA privileges.  The script may be run from ORAWIN95 and SQL*Plus on the client or from the server.    The following directions are for the server version.

Using a web browser go to http://www.fs.fed.us/fire/planning/nist/redc-tech.htm#REDCARD-TechNote.

Click on RCTech200109.sql.

3.
A “File Download” window will open identifying that you have chosen to download ‘cert_chg.sql from www.fs.fed.us’.

4.
Click on the button for ‘Save this program to disk’.  Click OK.

5.  A Save As window opens.  The default should be C:/TEMP.  Change it to 

     /fsapps/fsprod/fam/redcard/bin.  Click on Save.

6.  /fsapps/fsprod/fam/redcard/bin should contain the following file.

Only the FSDBA must be logged into the REDCARD Database while running this script.

2.     System Administrator log on as DCE ‘root’.

As FSDBA log into SQL*Plus.

Enter the user name 'FSDBA' and the password for FSDBA.  Then enter the database alias (i.e. REDCARD, idb, etc).

From the SQL Prompt, run the ‘cert_chg.sql’ script from /fsapps/fsprod/fam/redcard/bin.  The log file is written in the bin directory.

a.
At the SQL*Prompt, enter cert_chg or @cert_chg.

A log file ‘cert_chg.lst’ will be created.  Error messages will be displayed in the log file.  To access the log file, at the SQL*Prompt enter  edit  cert_chg.lst

3.   ‘records created.’ and ‘Count(Social_Security_Num)’ must be equal   

1. An example of the ‘cert_chg.lst’ created from the NIFC Test Database is attached as Attachment 1.  Comments have been added to Attachment 1 to identify the counts that must be equal. 

2. The first ‘records created.’ count should equal the ‘Count(Social_Security_Num)’ displayed in  ‘cert_chg.lst’.

3. If they are not equal, call Fire and Aviation Management Applications Helpdesk at 800-253-5559/208-387-5290 immediately.

4. You are finished, if the first ‘records created.’ count equals the ‘Count(Social_Security_Num)’.
