Miller specializes in American environmental, social, and cultural history.  A Senior Fellow of the Pinchot Institute for Conservation, Miller also is a contributing writer for the Texas Observer, serves on the Editorial Board of Environmental History, Pacific Historical Review and the Trinity University Press, and is on the Board of Directors of the Forest History Society.
