I am delighted once again to announce the Chief’s Award winners for New Century of Service. We had more than 20 nominees this year, and all of them are winners in my book.  I was glad that all Chief’s Awards were chosen by the associate deputy chiefs this year – the decision would have been very hard to make.

Our individual Chief’s Award goes to Bruce Rieman, project leader and research scientist from the Rocky Mountain Research Station.  The group Chief’s Award goes to the Central California Consortium.  They collected their awards at the Chief’s Award Ceremony on June 12 in Washington DC.

Bruce Rieman has made many contributions to regional fisheries issues.  He is recognized for his high personal integrity, intelligent leadership, modest attitude, unique approaches to research and management issues, and his ability to communicate and interact with managers at the field level.  Bruce’s research on the ecology of salmon and trout and his work in developing approaches to assessing landscape effects on salmonid populations have had an important effect on the conservation of one of the Rocky Mountain Region’s most valuable resources.

[image: image4.wmf]The Central California Consortium (CCC) winners are James Oftedal as program director, and Robert Garcia, Lily Ramos, Nancy Pacheco, Luis Castellanos, Gustavo Macias, Wortham Briscoe, Jonathan Brooks, Bao Vue, Blong Vang, and Silvia Olvera.  The CCC provides a model for nurturing and mentoring underserved youth.  The CCC links youth and the land by providing the tools needed to take informed actions related to sustaining natural resources.  They work with Hispanic, Asian, and African American youth, largely in underserved rural farming communities around Fresno, CA.  They help high school and college age students continue their education with their career goals, providing a variety of career-related workshops.  They provide speakers from the FS, educational institutions, business leaders, and city officials to talk to the students about being successful in their careers.  The CCC is a collaborative effort among various USDA agencies, nonprofits, colleges, school administrators, teachers, parents, and students, funded through the Civil Rights Office in the WO and Region 5 regional office.  
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A Quilted History

We've had lots of interest in creating a Forest Service quilt that would interpret Forest Service history and culture for our 100th anniversary.  Ten patterns were nominated.  There were 82 people who voted for their favorite pattern in the WO.  With overwhelming response, we decided on two patterns and will create two Forest Service quilts.  Michelle Milodragovich Ryon of Dillon, MT and Teresa Trulock of Pinedale, WY submitted the winning designs.  

About 100 employees, retirees, and spouses have offered to help create the quilt.  Under the leadership of Joy Berg, R4 Regional Planning Coordinator, volunteers will create 2 quilts from the winning patterns, to represent the first 100 years of the Forest Service. · Mentoring - Nominees give generously of themselves in passing on traditions and core values of the agency so that others demonstrate those values in their leadership and service. 
· Honoring Forest Service Heritage - Nominees value and promote the agency’s heritage through creative efforts that showcase the Forest Service past, present, and future.

Special Recognition

This year, NCS will give special recognition awards posthumously to 2 outstanding employees.  Michael Staples, Law Enforcement Officer on the Chippewa National Forest, who died in the line of duty.  He was a role model within the law enforcement and tribal communities.  Dr. F. Thomas Lloyd of the Southern Research Station served as Project Leader for the Southern Research Station’s Silviculture and Management of Mixed Pine-Hardwood Stands research work unit.  He held onto the historical values of the agency while working and dreaming of changing those values to meet the demands of the 21st century.
USDA Forest Service History

The following excerpt on Arthur H. Carhart and the Boundary Waters Canoe Area Wilderness is from The USDA Forest Service – The First Century, FS-650 by Gerald W. Williams, PhD, Forest Service Historian, July 2000.

Arthur H. Carhart was a national leader of the early 20th century conservation movement, especially in advocating wilderness areas.


Arthur Carhart viewed wilderness as a recreational experience and proposed that summer homes and other developments not be allowed at Trappers Lake on the White River National Forest in Colorado.  After surveying the Superior National Forest in the Quetico-Superior lake region in 1921, he recommended only limited development and became a strong advocate for wilderness recreation for that roadless area.  Carhart later wrote that “there is no higher service that the forests can supply to individual and community than the healing of mind and spirit which comes from the hours spent where there is great solitude.  It is significant that people who have experienced the fullness of wilderness living, specifically men of the forests (Forest Service), have initiated and labored for keeping some parts of the wildland sanctuaries.”


Carhart resigned from the Forest Service in 1922 to practice landscape architecture and city planning in the private sector.  His dream to protect wilderness recreation areas from development took the Forest Service 4 more years to accomplish.  With Aldo Leopold’s successful effort to have an administrative wilderness established in 1924 on the Gila National Forest, time was ripe for additional wilderness designations on the national forests.


Secretary of Agriculture William H. Jardine signed a plan to protect the Boundary Waters area in 1926, and it was dedicated as the Boundary Waters Canoe Area in 1964 with it finally becoming a wilderness in 1978.  Chief William Greeley was willing to endorse the concept of wilderness areas and, in 1926, ordered an inventory of all undeveloped national forest areas larger than 230,400 acres.  Three years later, wilderness policy assumed national scope with the promulgation of the L-20 regulations.  Commercial use of the areas could continue, but campsites, meadows for pack stock forage, and special scenic “spots” would be protected.  It would take many years until a national wilderness policy, set by Congress, would be enacted as the Wilderness Act of 1964.
