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High Desert Museum 

The 100th anniversary of the Forest Service is being commemorated across the nation in a variety of ways.  From local forests to retirees to organizations like the High Desert Museum in Bend, Oregon, events and exhibits are being planned for 2005.  Bob Boyd, High Desert Museum’s Western History Curator, shared a bit about the museums latest exhibit, “The Forest Service in the High Desert 1905-2005,” scheduled to open spring, 2005. 
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The goal of the Museum’s exhibit is to present the story of the Forest Service in the High Desert, an area stretching north from the Sierra Nevada to Canada and bordered on the west by the Cascade Range and the Rocky Mountains in the east.  The exhibit will trace the evolution of the Forest Service, and the challenges of serving a century of changing needs and values of the American public.  The story will include:  the early years of defining the forests and their resources, pioneering efforts in firefighting and fire prevention, enhancing recreational opportunities, managing livestock and mining activities, and the partnership with the Civilian Conservation Corps.  In the post World War II era, the exhibit will address an age of changing, and often conflicting expectations in timber, fire suppression, and environmental legislation.  Throughout the exhibit the emphasis will be on the men, women, and their families who served in the region over the course of a century.

Preliminary exhibit designs interpreting daily Forest Service life and work include a 1935 Forest Service fire engine, men and women’s uniforms, a 1920’s ranger tent camp, historic photos and artifacts.  Although the Museum has already collected many items, they are still searching for more photos depicting Forest Service staff and families from the High Desert region in the past century. · Honor Day, the first week in May 2005. Honor Day will recognize the hard work and dedication of all present and past employees and of volunteers; recognize the important relationships among community members, partners, and others.  All units will be encouraged to participate in some way.

· Memorial plaque, to honor all those who have fallen in the line of duty to the agency, and located in the Washington Office Yates Building.

Treesearch
New Century of Service is about encouraging and sharing new ways of doing our work.  Treesearch, an online database containing full-text versions of publications is just that…a new and efficient way of doing research!  Deidra McGee, Public Affairs Specialist/Acting Webmaster for the Northeastern Research Station, sent us the following information about this exciting project. 
Treesearch is a result of a multi-year collaboration between six Research Stations, Forest Products Lab, International Institute of Tropical Forestry, and Washington Office staff.  The online database allows you to locate and download your Forest Service Research Publications all in one place!  The Treesearch web site provides a single place for internet visitors to search for all research, offering full-text versions of publications anytime and anywhere.  

The outcome is a customer-driven service that’s been selected as one of the key e-gov initiatives for Forest Service Research and Development.  Although anyone is welcome to use the system, natural resource professionals, academia, nongovernment organizations, Congress and the media are all expected to benefit from the new system. 

"One of our most important responsibilities is to make our scientific information easily available to users--whether managers or the general public.  Treesearch is an essential tool to meet this obligation,” said Deputy Chief for Research Ann Bartuska.

With more than 7,600 publications currently online, Treesearch is already the largest freely available collection of online forestry research in the world.  Visit http://www.treesearch.fs.fed.us for more information.

Preserve America

On May 3, the President and Mrs. Laura Bush presented the first four Preserve America Presidential Awards at a White House ceremony, commending projects that demonstrate commitment to the protection and interpretation of America’s cultural heritage assets and that support the Administration’s Preserve America initiative objectives.  The Forest Service received one of those awards for the Historic Raven Natural Resources Learning Center on the Kootenai National Forest in Libby, Montana.

The Historic Raven Natural Resources Learning Center began in 1906 as the Raven Ranger Station to support the newly created United States Forest Service as a supply station on the southern end of the Kootenai National Forest.  The Provider Pals, the U. S. Forest Service, local communities, individuals, major foundations, schools and business partnered to preserve the historic place and in the process created a learning center that brings students and teachers from across the nation to learn about natural and cultural resources at the site.
