As part of the New Century of Service, Chief and Staff approved a plan to commemorate people and relationships through galleries and interpretive displays on the 4th floor of the Yates Building in Washington DC. The overall theme will be “Partnerships and Cultural Heritage”.  Included in this plan is the concept for a “Hall of Tribal Nations” that fits well with the vision and guiding principles of New Century of Service. Chief, Dale Bosworth and the committee working on the hall want to complete this worthy project by mid September 2004.  

The Tribal Relation Staff was asked to lead the “Hall of Tribal Nations” portion of this new and exciting effort.  As a first phase, I am requesting information on events, activities, agreements, or partnerships with Tribes, with a reply due of May 28, 2004.  I view this as an opportunity to showcase projects or programs involving Forest Service and Tribes working on partnerships.  

What to send:  We are requesting from each region the following: (1) ten original photos with descriptive text, all images should show tribal people and activities; (2) five to six tribal words unique to the Tribes your region partners with. (Example: “good-morning” in a tribal language; (3) two short-stories (can be cultural) the region wants to tell and (4) six short write-ups describing events, activities, and partnerships, from your region.  I realize that all Tribes will not be represented.  The displays will be designed to be flexible and change over time, allowing for more partnership representation.        

How to send:  Mail original photos, slide negatives or digital high resolution Tiffs on CD.   All text and write-ups can be sent email, identify your region. The material will be used to create a display panel with photos for the gallery.
