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Travel Management Planning Document Available for Review

Copies of the Gallatin National Forest Travel Management Benchmark document are now available for public review and comment.  

“Travel management planning will establish and identify opportunities for public recreation and access using the National Forest’s road and trail system,” stated Becki Heath, Forest Supervisor.  “We are asking the public to review this document and provide comments to us between now and November 22, 2002.”

Heath added that information in the benchmark document, along with comments from the public, will be used to develop a range of draft alternatives that will be analyzed in early 2003.  According to Jim Devitt, Forest Planning Officer, this is the first of three public comment periods during the travel management planning process, which will take approximately two years.   A final decision is expected in 2004.
