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GOLD HILL MINE PLAN OF OPERATIONS APPROVED

A plan of operations for Gold Hill Mine, submitted by Lodestar Mining and Exploration, was signed by Bill Avey, Big Timber District Ranger, on August 21, 2002.  Gold Hill Mine is located approximately 15 miles south of Highway 10 on Iron Mountain Road #482, approximately twenty-three miles south of Big Timber.  The mine, about 1.5 acres, has been permitted for six years.  A reclamation bond in the amount of $420,333 has been posted by Lodestar. 

A small ore and waste-rock loading facility is currently being built at Placer Gulch Trailhead #256.  A replacement trailhead, for use during the life of the mine, has been temporarily constructed about a half mile south of the existing trailhead.

Some additional traffic on Iron Mountain Road #482 is expected, including haul trucks which will be permitted to make up to eight trips per day on weekdays only; hauling will not be permitted on weekends and holidays.   
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
