The Gallatin National Forest will host a public meeting on Thursday, Sept. 26, followed by a tour on Friday morning (Sept. 27), to update the public on the New World Mining Restoration Project located near Cooke City, MT in the Beartooth Mountains.


The Thursday meeting will be held from 7 p.m. to 9 p.m. at the Cooke City Fire Hall, in Cooke City, MT.  Individuals interested in participating in the Friday morning tour are asked to meet at the Cooke City Bike Shack at 8 a.m.

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The New World Mining District, which includes a mixture of National Forest Service and private lands, is an historic metals mining district.  The United States signed a settlement agreement with Crown Butte Mining, Inc. to purchase the company’s interest in their District holdings in 1996.  The resulting transfer of property to the US produced $22.5 million to clean up historic mining impacts to specific properties in the mining district.
