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PUBLIC INVITED TO FIELD TRIP TO DISCUSS PROPOSAL

TO UPDATE ALLOTMENT MANAGEMENT PLAN


The public is invited to a field trip on Saturday, October 18, 2003, at 1 p.m. to discuss the proposal to update the allotment management plan for the Cache-Eldridge Allotment located on the Hebgen Lake Ranger District.  


After meeting at the designated site (directions below), the public and Forest Service staff will “caravan” to the intersection with Road #135, where portions of the allotment are visible.  If weather permits, the group may also go to the Cache Creek pasture; however, the road to the pasture is deeply rutted and high-clearance vehicles are necessary. 


The Forest Service is in the early planning phase of this project.  An environmental analysis will be prepared in 2004, and the public will have at least one more opportunity to comment on the proposal before a decision is made.  

Directions to Meeting Point:  Turn west off of Hwy. 191 approximately 14 miles south of Big Sky onto Taylor Fork Road #134.   (This is a gravel road that may be traveled by passenger car.)  Follow the Taylor Fork Road for approximately 4 miles west to the junction with Road 2522 (Wapiti Creek).  Meet Forest Service personnel at this junction (the “Wapiti Y”).

What to Bring:  Sturdy shoes or boots; raingear; and water.

Length of Field Trip:  Approximately 2 hours.
