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Celebrate International Migratory Bird Day
The Livingston Ranger District and Livingston Adult Community Education are co-sponsoring several events to focus attention on one of the most important and spectacular events in the life of a migratory bird -- its journey between its summer and winter homes. 

We invite the public to celebrate the wonder of migratory birds and learn about their needs, the threats they face, and what people can do to help them. Events include lectures and a half-day field trip.

Four free lectures will be given at the Livingston Park High School Library, May 4 and 6. The lectures will be given, back-to-back, with the first one beginning at 7 p.m. and the second at 8 p.m. Details about each are listed below.

Tuesday, May 4 – “The Burning Question – Are Burned Forests Hotspots of Diversity?” This lecture, given by Vicki Saab of the Forest Service Research Station, focuses on how fire maintains a diversity of birds through creation of mosaic habitat conditions.

“Take Flight with Lewis & Clark:  A Confluence of Cultures.”   Learn about the significance of Lewis’ observations of birds and documented importance of birds on culture.  The lecture is given by Carla Wambach, retired teacher and speaker with the Montana Committee for the Humanities, and is also sponsored by the Montana Cultural Trust and Montana Lewis and Clark Bicentennial Commission.
