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Forest Service Accepts Land Donation Near Big Sky


The Gallatin National Forest recently accepted a significant donation of 166 acres of land from TM Land Partners of Bozeman, MT.  The donated land is located within the Gallatin NF boundary just northeast of Meadow Village in the resort community of Big Sky, Montana (see attached map).


 “We appreciate TM Land Partners’ generosity and foresight in recognizing the public values associated with this property,” stated Becki Heath, Forest Supervisor for the Gallatin National Forest.  “This parcel provides important scenic values and valuable winter range for native big horn sheep and elk,” added Heath. 


The Gallatin National Forest will manage the donated property consistent with the Forest Plan, with an emphasis on protection and management of scenic, wildlife, and recreation values.

Deborah McAtee, Susan Hance, James Taylor, and Elizabeth Schamberger comprise TM Land Partners of Bozeman, MT, which donated the parcel.  The four are siblings and children of Jim and Bea Taylor of Bozeman.
