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HAZARDOUS FUELS PLANNING MEETING SCHEDULED

The public is invited to attend a homeowner/community participation meeting, Thursday, September 9, at 7 p.m., at the Saint Thomas Camp, two miles south of Monarch along US Highway 89.  At the meeting, Forest Service personnel will share information regarding forest conditions near Monarch and Neihart and lead discussion on possible treatment actions to address hazardous fuels conditions to reduce risks to the communities from wildland fires.  


Exclusion of natural fires and increased mortality because of insects during the last several years has resulted in an increase in the buildup of hazardous fuels.  So, the Belt Creek Ranger District staff has been working closely with many homeowners to increase awareness of fire danger near homes and in adjacent National Forest System (NFS) lands.  Proposals for types of actions to be taken on NFS lands near Monarch and Neihart are now being explored.
