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SUMMER BURNING TO CONTINUE



The staffs of the White Sulphur Springs and Belt Creek Ranger Districts of the Lewis and Clark National Forest plan to continue implementation of high elevation and north slope prescribed fire projects as long as weather conditions continue to keep local wildfire danger to a minimum.  Areas to be burned include 178 acres of logging slash in the Mizpah, Miller, Geis and Three Cabin Creek drainages.

Prescribed fire projects are typically done when fuel moisture conditions are right for the desired results but at a level that mitigates the risk of an escaped fire.  High elevation and north slope burns like these usually have a narrow window of opportunity for implementation each year, if at all.  A wetter than usual summer in the Little Belt Mountains has created acceptable burning conditions later into the summer than we’ve experienced in recent summers, possibly providing that window.
