Slash Treatment Attachment

Piling and covering:

1) All piles shall be constructed as compactly as possible, with heavier material placed on top and covered with waterproofed material.  Some limbing may be required to construct a compact pile.

2) Limbs and boles less than nine (9) inches will be collected and piled.  Piles should be circular in nature with a maximum size of six to eight (6-8) feet in diameter by four (4) feet in height.  Slash must be bucked to less than five (5) feet before piling.  Some limbing may be required to construct compact piles.  All ends that stick out more than two (2) feet must be bucked off and piled.  Larger material in piles shall be placed perpendicular to slope so it cannot roll down hill when burned. 

3) Tepee designed piles will not be allowed.  (see attached diagram)
4) Hand piles of smaller material shall be constructed and then covered with the waterproof material, covering approximately 50% of the pile.  Larger material 7.0 to 9.0 inches, in diameter shall be placed on top of the waterproofed material retaining the compact pile.
5) Piles shall be no closer than ten (10) feet to leave trees.  Piles shall be no closer than fifteen (15) feet to old stumps, snags or downed logs.  As much as possible, piles shall be located in existing openings.   When openings are not available, additional trees may be cut to create openings that will meet specifications for spacing of leave trees.

6) Piles shall not be constructed in roadways unless specified by the COR.  In some cases, the COR may determine that it is beneficial to place piles or slash in old roads that have been closed.  Piles shall not be constructed in roads, ditches or drains.  Piles shall not be constructed any closer than twenty (20) feet from established roads, trails, existing fences or utility poles.    Piles shall not be constructed within the channel of any stream, or on top of downed logs, stumps or snags.
7) Piles will not be constructed in meadows; piles will be constructed at least 20 feet into the tree line in meadowed areas.

Lopping and Scattering:  

In lopping and scattering, the limbs larger than one inch in diameter, one inch from the trunk, shall be cut from the trunk of felled trees and scattered as necessary to achieve a slash depth no greater than 24 inches, boles are to be cut in lengths 10 feet or less.

Mechanical:

Mechanical Treatment shall consist of slash disposal by means of mechanically breaking down the materiel, i.e. chipping chunking, etc. Materiel shall be scattered in the project area or can be transported from Forest Service land. The materiel shall not be scattered into ditches, streams, meadows or onto roadbed surfaces.  Materiel may be placed on skid roads as part of rehab.  Piles of chips shall be less than 12 inches in depth.  Coarser materiel will be scattered to a depth of 4 inches or less.  
Mechanical Treatment of slash must conform to requirements in the 

Rio Penasco II Best Management Practices Attachment.  Rehab may be necessary.
