An interpretative trail winds through the historic
cemetery, but it is not suitable for wheelchair use
due to steepness. The trail (unsurfaced) also
continues past the cemetery to Thompson Trall
121.

ATTRACTIONS

sRoosevelt Cemetery is the final resting place of
some of the local settlers and also workers who
built Theodore Roosevelt Dam.

Visitors may pick
up brochures at the Tonto Basin Visitor Center
located directly across Highway 188.

surface and the cemetery interior trails are made
of natural material.
