Weed-free feed order

To help reduce the spread of noxious weeds, the Humboldt-Toiyabe
National Forest has implemented a weed-free feed program.

Only hay, straw, or mulch, which is certified as weed free, are
allowed on the National Forest in Nevada and Eastern Sierras.
Pelletized feed products are also allowed.

Garsiand ofr-highwayvehiclexdrivers’should:

Drive only on established roads and trails away from weed
infested areas.

Inspect vehicle(s) after each use; remove any weed seeds or brush.

Horses and pack animals:

Feed only certified weed-free forage to pack animals
96 hours prior to entering back country areas.

Remove weed seeds from pack animals by brushing them
thoroughly and cleaning their hooves before transporting.
