Interested Forest User:

Lakeview District Ranger, Terry H. Sodorff is proposing the following three projects:

1) Logan Fire Reforestation:  Plant Ponderosa Pine seedlings on approximately
53 acres where the Logan Fire killed existing trees in 2002. (Contact:  Jody
Perozzi, Fremont South Zone Writer/Editor, 541-353-2723.)

2) Stateline Pretreatment Thinning:  To conduct non-commercial understory
thinning on approximately 1,260 acres to serve as pretreatment for
underburning in the Stateline Underburn project area. (Contact:  Jody Perozzi,
Fremont South Zone Writer/Editor, 541-353-2723.)

3) South Warner Private Road Easement:  Remove existing road #3915-152
from the National Forest Road System and recommend that a Private Road
Easement be granted for the use and maintenance (by the private land owner).
(Contact:  Jayne Biggerstaff, Modoc National Forest, 530-233-8740.)

The enclosed Proposed Action Statements and maps describe the specific
activities of each Proposed Action.  In an effort to reduce mailing costs and
inundate you with several letters, we have combined the Proposed Action
Statements into one mailing.  Consequently, please note that each Proposed
Action Statement has a different contact person, as noted above, should you want
more information.  We encourage your participation in this process.

WE WANT TO HEAR FROM YOU
We are interested in your concerns or issues regarding the Proposed Actions.  Your input
is important in guiding our planning process.  The issues and concerns should relate
specifically to a Proposed Action and the decision to be made.

THE ANALYSIS PROCESS
The proposed actions tier to the Fremont National Forest Land and Resource
Management Plan (1989) as amended.  Issues and concerns gathered from the public,
Tribes, other government agencies, and Forest Service personnel will be used to develop
alternatives to the proposed actions, project design elements or as management
requirements.

The proposed actions and any alternatives developed, as a result of comments received,
will then be analyzed for measurable environmental consequences.  After this analysis is
completed, the responsible official will decide whether or not to implement any or none
of the alternatives related specifically to each proposed action.  If no extraordinary
conditions apply to the specific proposals, these projects may be categorically excluded
under section 31.2 of FSH 1909.15.



HOW TO GET INVOLVED
Most of the planning will be completed by the end of 2003.  For your comments to be
most useful please send them by Friday, November 21, 2003.  If an environmental
assessment is written for any of the listed proposed actions, it will be distributed for
review to those who respond to this letter, prior to a decision.  Please address your
comments to Terry H. Sodorff, Lakeview District Ranger, Lakeview Ranger District,
Fremont-Winema National Forests, 18049 Hwy.
