Process of Implementing the Forest Plan 
Relationship between management direction in the 

Forest Plan and site-level projects 

Forest-wide Desired Conditions 
Description of how the Forests should look and function if Forest Plan is successfully imple-

mented. 

Forest-wide Objectives 
Statement of measurable and planned results that contribute to reaching Forest-wide de-

sired conditions. 

Forest-wide Standards 
Required action or resource status designed to achieve desired conditions and objec-

tives. 

Forest-wide Guidelines 
Preferable or advisable courses of action used to reach desired conditions 

and objectives. 

Contributes to 
reaching the de-
sired conditions 
for the Forest 

Then the management direction and 
emphasis (e.g., recreation, conserva-

tion, or timber) of the management area
is considered.

Analysis of the project may
conclude that site-specific miti-

gation measures are needed.

Monitoring evalu-
ates whether the
Forest is moving

toward the Forest-
wide desired condi-

tions.

Management Area
Direction 

Desired conditions, objectives, standards, and guidelines that
are specific to management areas. Management area direction
is needed to achieve Forest-wide desired conditions and objec-

tives.
