SYLVANIA – Wilderness Reservation and Permit System

Who needs a permit?  Between May 15 and September 30 every overnight camping party needs a validated Overnight Camping Permit and day users must have a Day Use Permit.  Validated permits and camping fees are not required October 1 to May 14.  Users can self-register at the wilderness entrance station or other trailheads during this time.

Fees:  Reservations…….…..$10/permit


 Camping……….……$10/site/night

  Facility Fee……….….$5/day or $20/season

Reservations by Mail:  January 15 to May 14 mail applications will be accepted.  Reservations received prior to January 15 will be opened by lottery on January 15.  Those received after January 15 will be opened according to the postmark dates.  75% of the sites are reservable.  25% are saved for walk-in registrations.

Reservations By Phone:  Phone reservations are taken February 1 until May 14 as follows:

Reservation Guidelines:  Fill in all information requested on the reservation 
Reservation Guidelines:  Fill in all information requested on the reservation application.  One campsite per reservation or permit is allowed.  The identified party leader needs to be camping with the group and can not be responsible for multiple sites.  Upon receipt of your application and reservation fee, we will mail you a confirmation letter and informational materials to help you plan your wilderness trip.  

Are reservations recommended?  Yes.  There are a limited number of wilderness campsites available.  Even midweek times are becoming popular and walk-in permits can be hard to get.

Where do I get a walk-in permit?  Walk-in permits will be issued only at the Sylvania entrance station.  Approximately 25% of the campsites are saved for walk-in registrations. 

 Do I need to check in when I arrive?  Yes.  When you arrive at Sylvania, you will need to stop at the entrance station to obtain your permit, have it validated and pay your camping and vehicle facility pass fees.  Overnight campers are required to view an orientation video prior to permit validation so plan your arrival time accordingly.

Cancellation:  If you do not show-up on the date specified on your permit, your reservation will be void at 12:00 noon the following day unless we are otherwise notified.  All fees are nonrefundable.
